Accident with Broken Hoist Ropes of a Car Lift

Asyou may be aware, there was a recent accident involving the sudden free fdling of a
Car Lift in an indudrid building. This was due to the breskage of hoist ropes as a result of the
displacement of the machine. The main cause of the displacement was the shearing of the fixing bolts
and nuts which fastened the machine onto its foundation beams. Fortunady, the safety gear was
successfully actuated in thisincident.

This is conddered to be a serious accident athough no injury to the lift passenger was
reported. You are requested to pay particular attention to the proper anchorage of machines. Hence,
besdes the conventiona items needed to be checked, dl fixing bolts and nuts should be thoroughly
checked as well.
